For hands-free hiking up or down, it
wears sling swivel studs; and they’ve also added a rifle-style fore-end cap instead
of the usual carbine-type barrel band. A perfect choice for straight-walled
cartridge hunting laws in Ohio, Indiana, Southern Michigan, and other areas; with
its subdued no-spook-em dark finish and easy-to-maneuver dimensions, they’'ve
got that brand new deer rifle you've been looking for right here.
